A unique partnership between Aden Bowman Collegiate,
Saskatoon Transit and the Métis community was highlighted
during the Celebrating Excellence portion of the Nov. 27 Board of
Education meeting.

A bus shelter located at the school was transformed into a piece of
art that recognizes the history of the school’s location as the site of a
Métis community garden. The bus shelter was designed by students
in consultation with Métis Senator Elder Nora Cummings, and its
unique, metal-cut walls represent and share the story.
